In the Backyard

There is a multitude of things you can do to encourage wildlife into your backyard and make the world a better place to live in.

Encourage Wildlife into your yard by

· Reducing or replacing the use of garden chemical with natural alternatives such as insecticides, snails bait, herbicides, etc that can be lethal to wildlife.

· Create wildlife friendly areas in your yard that contain things such as food water and shelter. These include ponds, birdbaths; ground cover plants hollow logs and native trees.

· Start a compost bin or worm farm to help break down your organic waste producing useful fertiliser while providing food for your local animals.
Join a Club or Society

Native animal and plant societies are popping up everywhere these days whereby members are very pro-active in studying and helping their local environment.
