Reptile and amphibian medicine and handling varies greatly to that of domestic pets and livestock.

Choosing a specialist dedicated to these species ensures that you have someone who regularly deals with these species and can offer you the best advice possible.

Why is good husbandry important? 

The majority of illness in reptiles and frogs can be attributed to poor husbandry. The incorrect thermal gradient (range of temperatures), diet, cleanliness and hygiene can all impact dramatically on the health of your pet. Therefore, by ensuring you have the right understanding of the species you are keeping before you start and then maintaining them in optimum condition will save you a lot of time, money and grief in the long run. Remember, these animals are totally dependent on you, the keeper, to provide all their needs. 

Keeping Records

All animals kept should have an individual record containing details such as feeding, (amount/date), skin sloughing (shedding), symptoms of illness such as nasal discharge, unusual lumps and bumps and failure to feed. This will provide you important information to present to your vet should any problems arise.
